Note: School visits will be to primary and secondary schools that have been recommended for their particular efforts in relation to instructional or quality teaching reform, multicultural education (including indigenous education), and leadership practices. They include schools participating in the national Good Practice Schools and state (NSW) Productive Pedagogies/Quality Teaching projects.  The first of these projects involves groups of cluster schools in Sydney and Melbourne, the two most culturally diverse cities in Australia, where values education and diversity issues are being placed at the core of teaching and learning; while the second integrates standards for instruction, assessment and student performance based on a broader and higher order thinking approach to standards.
